While in her previous position as Director of Sustainability for Alcoa, located in New York, USA, Mrs Roper was a Board member of the Women’s Network for a Sustainable Future and prior to that was the Acting Secretary General of the International Council on Mining and Minerals, based in London.

“I have been fortunate to have an international career and I remain a member of AngloGold Ashanti’s International Review Panel on Sustainability.” 
“The importance of sustainability to corporates and governments will only continue to grow and I am grateful to have had a long and active career in such a dynamic area,” she said. 
Interim Chair of Sustainability Victoria, Dr Gillian Sparkes, said that the Board were pleased that Anita would remain to support the organisation through the review. Adding that the current review of Sustainability Victoria is a key input into refreshing the strategy and focus of the organisation to align within the environment portfolio to deliver Victorian Government priorities. We will be commencing the search for a new CEO in September.
